D. TYPES OF PROPOSALS AND RANGE OF FUNDING

From the three (3) options for proposal submission listed below, each eligible campus may select
a single option:

Option I:  One single campus submission requesting $500,000-$2.5 million, plus possible
participation in a non-leadership role in multi-institutional proposals. There are no
restrictions on participation in non-leadership roles.

Option II: Participation as lead institution in up to three multi-institutional proposals, with the
discretion of each proposal to request up to $5 million for partnerships among two
campuses, and $7.5 million for partnerships of three or more campuses. There are no
restrictions on participation in non-leadership roles.

Option IlI: Participation in one large-scale multi-institutional proposal, based on a partnership of
two or more campuses, requesting a funding range of $7.5 million to $10 million.
